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Big Ben and the House Of Parliament

Big Ben is one of the most famous tourist attractions in London. The name of the

clock-tower refers to the huge bell that is situated in the tower. The tower is a part of the
Palace of Westminster that is situated by the river Thames.

Nowadays, Big Ben is a national symbol which delights the eye of any citizen and
tourist. The big clock officially started working on 31 May 1859. It is said that the
monument was named after Sir Benjamin Hall who controlled the work of the bell.

During
the Second World War in 1941 the main part of the Houses of Parliament was destroyed
but the clock-tower remained and continued to keep time. The sound of the clock even
became a symbol of hope during the war.

Recently, for the sixtieth anniversary of the Queen’s Elizabeth reign the Parliament
decided to give her grace Big Ben as a gift. It was officially called the “Elizabeth Tower”
but then the name was changed to the “Clock Tower”. Consequently, today “Big Ben” is

only the name that is spread among public.
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None the less, Big Ben is well-known to everyone, even to those who have never been
to London. The tower is a symbol of London that is loved both by citizens and tourists.
There are a lot of souvenirs that look like Big Ben. The Clock Tower is closed for visitors
but it is possible to arrange for a visit to the top of it.

Buckingham Palace

Buckingham Palace is the official residence of the British monarch in London,

England. The Palace is a setting for state occasions and royal entertaining, a base for many
officially visiting Heads of State, and a major tourist attraction. It has been a rallying point
for the British people at times of national rejoicing, crisis or grief. ""Buckingham Palace",
"Buck House™ or simply "The Palace™ commonly refers to the source of press statements
issued by the offices of the Royal Household.

Originally known as Buckingham House, the building forming the core of today's

palace was a large townhouse built for the Duke of Buckingham in 1703 and acquired by
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King George Ill in 1762 as a private residence. It was enlarged over the next 75 years,
principally by architects John Nash and Edward Blore, forming three wings around a
central courtyard. Buckingham Palace finally became the official royal palace of the
British monarch on the accession of Queen Victoria in 1837. The last major structural
additions were made in the late 19th and early 20th century, when the large east wing
facing The Mall was added, and the former State entrance, Marble Arch, was removed to
its present position near Speakers' Corner in Hyde Park. The east front was refaced in
Portland stone in 1913 as a backdrop to the Victoria Memorial, creating the present-day

public face of Buckingham Palace, including the famous balcony.

Westminster Abbey
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Westminster Abbey, located near the Houses of Parliament, is more a historical site
than a religious site. The Collegiate Church of St Peter at Westminster, popularly known
as Westminster  Abbey, is a large, mainly Gothic church, in the City of
Westminster, London, United Kingdom. It is the traditional place of coronation and burial
site. for English, later Britishand later still (and currently) monarchs of
the Commonwealth realms. The abbey is a Royal Peculiar and briefly held the status of
a cathedral from 1540 to 1550.

Westminster Abbey is a collegiate church governed by the Dean and Chapter of
Westminster, as established by Royal charter of Queen Elizabeth I in 1560, which created
it as the Collegiate Church of St Peter Westminster and a Royal Peculiar under the
personal jurisdiction of the Sovereign. The members of the Chapter are the Dean and four

residentiary Canons, assisted by the Receiver General and Chapter Clerk. One of the
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Canons is also Rector of St Margaret's Church, Westminster, and often holds also the post
of Chaplain to the Speaker of the House of Commons. In addition to the Dean and Canons,
there are at present two full-time minor canons, one praecentor, the other succentor. The
office of Priest Vicar was created in the 1970s for those who assist the minor canons.
Together with the Clergy and Receiver General and Chapter Clerk, various Lay Officers
constitute the College, including the Organist and Master of the Choristers, the Registrar,
the Auditor, the Legal Secretary, the Surveyor of the Fabric, the Head Master of the Choir
School, the Keeper of the Munimentums and the Clerk of the Works, as well as twelve Lay
Vicars and ten of the choristers and the High Steward and High Bailiff. There are also
forty Queen's Scholars who are pupils at Westminster School (the School has its own
Governing Body). Those who are most directly concerned with liturgical and ceremonial
matters are the two Minor Canons and the Organist and Master of the Choristers.

The Stirling Castle, Scotland

Stirling Castle, located in Stirling, is one of the largest and most
important castles in Scotland, both historically and architecturally. The castle sits atop
Castle Hill, an intrusive crag, which forms part of the Stirling Sill geological formation. It
is surrounded on three sides by steep cliffs, giving it a strong defensive position. Its

strategic location, guarding what was, until the 1890s, the farthest downstream crossing of
the River Forth, has made it an important fortification in the region from the earliest
times.

Most of the principal buildings of the castle date from the fifteenth and sixteenth
centuries. A few structures remain from the fourteenth century, while the outer defences
fronting the town date from the early eighteenth century.

Before the union with England, Stirling Castle was also one of the most used of the
many Scottish royal residences, very much a palace as well as a fortress. Several Scottish
Kings and Queens have been crowned at Stirling, including Mary, Queen of Scots, in 1542,
and others were born or died there.

There have been at least eight sieges of Stirling Castle, including several during
the Wars of Scottish Independence, with the last being in 1746, when Bonnie Prince
Charlie unsuccessfully tried to take the castle. Stirling Castle is a Scheduled Ancient

Monument, and is now a tourist attraction managed by Historic Environment Scotland.

Gretna Green
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Gretna Green is most famous for weddings, following the 1754 Marriage Act, which
prevented couples under the age of 21 marrying in England or Wales without their
parents’ consent. As it was still legal in Scotland to marry without such consent, couples
began crossing the border in to Scotland. Gretna's "'runaway marriages™ began in 1754
when Lord Hardwicke's Marriage Act came into force in England. Under the Act, if a
parent of a person under the age of 21 objected to the minor's marriage, the parent could
legally veto the union. The Act tightened the requirements for marrying in England and
Wales but did not apply in Scotland, where it was possible for boys to marry at 14 and girls
at 12 with or without parental consent (see Marriage in Scotland). It was, however, only in
the 1770s, with the construction of a toll road passing through the hitherto obscure village
of Graitney, that Gretna Green became the first easily reachable village over the Scottish
border.[2]

Scottish law allowed for "irregular marriages™, meaning that if a declaration was
made before two witnesses, almost anybody had the authority to conduct the marriage
ceremony. The blacksmiths in Gretna became known as "anvil priests™, culminating
with Richard Rennison, who performed 5,147 ceremonies. The local blacksmith and

his anvil became lasting symbols of Gretna Green weddings.
